•	 Major companies relocating to Texas – Caterpillar, 

Tesla, Oracle, Chevron, and others

•	 Texas ports of entry are preferred because of 
lower taxes and prime location in middle of country

•	 Lower taxes, no state income tax, are bringing 
more families to Texas
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THE NEED FOR NEW 
CHURCHES IS GREAT!
APPROXIMATELY 20 MILLION PEOPLE IN TEXAS 
ARE CURRENTLY NOT IN A CHURCH OF ANY KIND.
That number will increase as our population increases.

•	 There are 5,200 Texas Baptist churches. If each church added 
200 new believers, not members, a year, the increase would be 
1,040,000 with 95% of the new Texans unreached. 

•	 If 500 new Texas Baptist churches also add 200 new believers, 
the increase would be 100,000.

CHURCHES IS GREAT!
•	 People are coming to Texas from all countries as well as from 

across the nation.

•	 Our churches need to reflect the multilingual and multicultural 
identities of the new people arriving.

•	 In 25 years, there will be few thriving churches that are not 
multicultural.

We as Texas Baptists need to adapt to the changing 
circumstances in Texas!

50-60 new churches a year.

•	 The Center works to strategically locate and assess new leaders 
across the state and then equip them to start new churches.

•	  The Mary Hill Davis Offering® provides funding for this strategic 
leadership development.

•	 The goal is a self-sustaining church in 3 to 5 years.
